Expectations (Using CAT TRACKS)
· I expect you to do your best and you will find SUCCESS.
· I expect that if you are confused about the class, work or assignments that you talk to me.  You are RESPONSIBLE
· I expect you to show RESPECT to everyone in the class (peers & instructor).

· I expect you to follow my instructions and cooperate when asked to do something.  This evolves into RESPECT for all.
· I expect you to talk (quietly and RESPONSIBLY) only when the time is appropriate.

· I expect you to come prepared (you are RESPONSIBLE for this) and not ask to leave the room after the start of class.

· I expect you to use the equipment in the room carefully.  Be RESPONSIBLE and display INTEGRITY.
· I expect you to ask if you are borrowing or using any equipment/books in my room.  Use your INTEGRITY.
· I expect to have a good year and look forward to getting to know each of you!  You will achieve SUCCESS thru RESPECT, RESPONSIBILITY & INTEGRITY!
Goals:

1. That each of us learns something new everyday (instructor included)

Note:  This following section needs to be emphasized for any late/incomplete work.  Please be reminded of this information.

Homework:

When homework is given, assignments MUST be turned in when they are DUE.  Work that is one day late will be given 100% of the correct total points if it is an excused absence. Unexcused absences will receive 70% of the correct total points.  NO work will be accepted after the second day.  This includes making up tests.  Make-up tests will be available upon the day you return during 1st hour FOCUS/GUIDED ( NO EXCEPTIONS).  If tests are not made up on that day, a zero will result in the grading process.

If you are absent from class, it will be your responsibility to make up any work that you missed.

Grading:

Percentage grades will be based on the given assignments and assessments.  The letter grades will follow what is outlined by the Blair-Taylor School District.
FIVE things to always remember throughout your life.

1. Discipline – Important ingredient to succeed in anything you do.

2. Attitude – Your attitude will have a large impact on your life and whether or not you have much success.  Remember that success isn’t always measured in monetary figures.

FINAL NOTE:

If, at any time, you have difficulty understanding assignments or cannot complete an assignment, please see me.  Sometimes there are extenuating circumstances to prevent you from completing your work on time.  You must let me know if there are others situations that demand your time and attention so that we can make alternative arrangements.

The main reason for this notice is that I cannot possibly do my job effectively and efficiently when homework comes in on a late basis.  I have six different classes and independent study students to keep track of.  Therefore I will not accept any work later than one day or “remind” you of late/incomplete work and/or tests.   This responsibility lies within your hands.  Please know that I am not trying to be difficult about this situation but I do believe that the student must accept some responsibility in their learning environment.  If you should have any questions, please feel free to discuss them with me.
